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In this lecture, we will talk about how we use
time and money in our daily lives. You will think
about what is important to you and how finance
can help you make better choices. It's not about
hard math—it’s about your life, your values,
and your future.
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This is a lecture from Cultural Anthropology class. In this
lecture, students will learn key concepts and discussions
related to gift giving and the moral economy in
anthropology. This course is designed for second-year
student level.
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This lecture examines tourist destinations as
dynamic constructs shaped by geography, identity,
and infrastructure. It explores how places evolve
into destinations through spatial, cultural, and
symbolic processes. Using real-world examples
like Beppu and Robben Island, the session analyzes
destination components, scales of description,
and attraction typologies including natural, cultural,
recreational, and event-based.
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At APU, you will find plenty of opportunities in class and through extracurricular activities to
learn and work with peers from a variety of backgrounds. To make the most of this multilingual
and multicultural environment, first-year students take a compulsory course called
“Multicultural Cooperative Workshop (MCW).” Both international and domestic students aim to
increase their curiosity, willingness to understand each other, and their communication skills as
they learn together in this course.
